The New Treaty of the Micro Illuminati (MI)

The Parties to this Treaty reaffirm their desire to ensure the next generation of micronationalism is just as developed and capable of carrying on the noble tradition as the last one. They are determined to safeguard the freedom, common heritage and civilisation of their peoples, founded on the principles of democracy, individual liberty and the rule of law. They seek to promote stability and well-being in Micras. They are resolved to unite their efforts for collective teaching, trading, defense and for the preservation of peace and security. They therefore agree to this Treaty.

Article 1
The Parties agree to aid all other parties in this treaty were able, recognising their own unique talents and strengths, and agree to aid new Parties which join this Treaty for the purposes of training.

Article 2
The Parties will contribute toward the further development of peaceful and friendly international relations by strengthening their ties to one another. They will seek to eliminate conflict in their international economic policies and will encourage economic collaboration between any or all of them.

Article 3
In order more effectively to achieve the objectives of this Treaty, the Parties, separately and jointly, by means of continuous and effective self-help and mutual aid, will maintain and develop their individual and collective powers in the areas of Law, Diplomacy, Economics, History, Culture, Defence and Cartography.

Article 4
The Parties will consult together whenever, in the opinion of any of them, the territorial integrity, political independence or security of any of the Parties is threatened and they wish the assistance of the other Parties. With a majority vote, parties may declare the support of the entire MI for the wronged party. With a unanimous vote of the council, the parties may declare war on a perceived threat.

Article 5
The Parties agree that an armed attack against one or more of them shall be treated with utmost seriousness. Should that Party or Parties wish the assistance of the other Parties, they may approach the MI and request it. Those Parties who are able to offer it, considering their own military strength and treaty obligations, agree to do all in their power to assist the wronged Party or Parties.

Article 6
For the purpose of Article 5, an armed attack on one or more of the Parties is deemed to include an armed attack:
• on the territory of any of the Parties
• on the forces, vessels, or aircraft of any of the Parties, when in or over these territories or any other area in Micras in which occupation forces of any of the Parties were stationed on the date when the Treaty entered into force or the territorial waters of the member nations.

Article 7
The Parties hereby establish a Council, on which each of them shall be represented, to consider matters concerning the implementation of this Treaty. The Council shall be so organised as to be able to meet promptly at any time, and be hosted within one of the Member Parties. The Council will consist of the Head of State and/or duly appointed representative of each Party concerned, but in the event of a vote, each Party will only receive One Vote, no matter the number of representatives on the council. A 2/3 majority of the council may ban a representative from discussion, as long as the Party affected has another representative present. The Council shall set up such subsidiary bodies as may be necessary.

Article 8
The Parties may, by 2/3 agreement, invite any other State in a position to further the principles of this Treaty and to contribute to the development of Micras to accede to this Treaty. Any State so invited may become a Party to the Treaty by depositing its instrument of accession with the Government of any of the founding members.

Article 9
Any State on Micras may apply to join this Treaty, and if they have something to add to the organisation, or something to get out of it, they may be admitted by a 2/3 majority vote of current members.

Article 10
In order to further the principals of the Treaty, and above and beyond Article 8, the Parties will meet in six monthly intervals to offer a 'trial membership' to a non-Party State they believe to show promise. On the acceptance of the trial membership, that State shall become a trial-Party of the Treaty for six months and receive the full support of all other Parties in the areas of Law, Diplomacy, Economics, History, Culture, Defence and Cartography, and any other area where the wisdom and experience of the Parties may be of assistance to the trial-Party, according to the abilities and strengths of each Party. At the conclusion of 6 months, the full Parties shall meet to decide, by a 2/3 vote, whether the trial-Party can continue in the Treaty as a full member.

Article 11
This Treaty shall be ratified and its provisions carried out by the Parties in accordance with their respective constitutional processes. The instruments of ratification shall be deposited as soon as possible with the Government of any of the founding members which will notify all the other signatories of each deposit.

Article 12
The Parties shall, if any of them so requests, consult together for the purpose of reviewing the Treaty, having regard for the factors then affecting peace and development in Micras, and the education of the next generation.

Article 13
Any Party may cease to be a Party one month after its notice of denunciation has been given to the Government of any of the founding members, which will inform the Governments of the other Parties of the deposit of each notice of denunciation. A vote of all but one of the parties may remove a party which does not adhere to this treaty, and is abusing the responsibilities of being a member.

Article 14
This Treaty shall be deposited in the archives of the Governments of the founding members. Duly certified copies will be transmitted by these Governments to the Governments of other signatories.
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
